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A Brief Overview of Kerman Province

As the biggest province of Iran, Kerman covers 180000 square kilometers of the country.
The province has 23 towns whose adjacency to international waters, transit roads,
numerous airports, special economic zones and industrial towns and areas created an
outstanding national and international status.

The Province of Kerman is located in the south east of the country and is adjacent to
southern Khurasan on the north, Sistan and Baluchestan in the east, Hormozgan on the
south and Fars and Yazd provinces in the west.

The province of Kerman benefits from various climates. In southern parts the temperature
increases, but in northern parts and on the peaks the temperature falls dramatically. Peaks
and deserts in the east of the province are causes of various climates in the province.
Climatic variety together with numerous potentials in the cold and hot areas have all led to
tasty fruits and agricultural produces, grains, beans, greenhouse products and above all
pistachio.

Geological structures and various mineral deposits such as copper, titanium, chromites and
other metal and non-metal minerals create valuable opportunities for processing factories.
Also long history of Kerman and its tourist attractions and landscapes attracts tourists from
all over the world.

Investment Potentials and Capabilities:

Industry and Mining Sector: Due to its abundant metallic and non-metallic mines,

Kerman province is one of the richest mineral areas of the country, so that it
is known as Paradise of Miners. Minerals such as coal, copper, iron, chrome,
zinc, titanium and decorative stone are the suppliers of raw materials for
industry and conversion and complementary industries.

Agricultural Processing and Complementary industries: Significant agricultural

potential has brought a privileged position to the province, so that some main
agricultural products in Iran are known with Kerman's name. Pistachio, Dates,
Citrus, Mohamadi flower (Rose), Crops (including watermelons, melons and
cucumbers), and Grains (including wheat, barley and corn) are the most
important agricultural products in the province, which provide excellent
investment opportunities in process and supplementary industries of
agricultural products.

Solar_Energy: With more than 300 sunny days a year, Kerman province is

located in the center of the country's solar energy golden trapezium. The
amount of solar radiation in the northern areas of the province is about 5.3



kwh/m?/day. These features indicate the high potential for the construction of
solar power plants.

Tourism Field: The four climatic province of Kerman, benefiting from unique
natural attractions and numerous historical monuments, has a significant
potential for investment in nature-based and cultural tourism. Constructing the
Tourism Sample Areas could be among the most important investment
opportunities in this sector.
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Special Economic Zones

There are 3 special economic zones in Kerman province.

Sirjan Special Economic Zone:

Paved streets, as well as internal water, power, gas, telephone networks, fire extinguishing
equipment and systems are among the infrastructures in Sirjan Special Economic Zone
Dedicated railroad stations in the area, adjacency to transportation terminals of south,



airports and direct access to Tehran-Bandar Abbas transit road have all provided proper
requirements for transportation of raw and fabricated goods.

Facilities: Customs, international transportation services, cargo (un)loading facilities,
Branches of local and exchange banks, Insurance companies and international patronage
centers for safeguarding goods and capital, fridges, etc.

Arg-e-Jadid of Bam Special Economic Zone:

The zone is located in an area as large as 1100 hectares and is 10 kilometers to the east
of Bam (Bam-Zahedan Road). It is the only specialized zone in the fields of car and auto
parts manufacturing in the country. Nowadays a number of cars are produced in Arg-e-
Jadid Special Zone.

Facilities: Telecommunication, radio, satellite, data and internet facilities, Unloading,
loading and warehousing facilities, Branches of most of the banks, Medical, safety and
firefighting services, Arg-e-Jadid town with well-equipped facilities for living, sports and
recreational facilities, etc.

Rafsanjan Special Economic Zone:

Rafsanjan Special Economic Zone located 20 kilometers to the south west of the City of
Rafsanjan (Between Naserieh and Kabootar Khan) and is 700 hectares big. Zarineh
Industrial Group Company which is a subsidiary of pension fund of National Copper
Company holds responsibility for the establishment of the zone.

Facilities: Internal water, power, gas, telephone networks, fire extinguishing equipment
and systems are among the infrastructures in the zone. Also, the proximity to the main
North-South transit road (Chabahar-Tehran), Sarcheshmeh Copper Complex, Khaton Abad
Copper Complex and the major under construction projects of Bardsir Petrochemical,
Bardsir Steel, Kerman Refinery and Zarand Steel Complex are some advantages of the
zone.
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Industrial estates and areas of Kerman province
Kerman province has 18 industrial estates and 24 industrial areas.

Kerman industrial estate 1: This estate with area of 121/5 acres has been located 2
kilometers away from road Kerman-Joopar. It has major infrastructures of water, electricity,
gas, and telecommunication, asphalt road.

Facilities. Internet, servicing- workshop complexes, sewage system, treatment sewage
center. Administrative building, fire truck and station, promotion center of technical-
professional skills, Park, green space.

Kerman industrial estate 2: This estate with area of 636.4 acres has been placed 10
kilometers away from motorway of Kerman- Baghin. It has major infrastructures of water,
electricity, gas, telecommunication and asphalt road.

Facilities: Internet, therapeutic-health center, center of technological services and
business, sewage system, treatment sewage center, electricity post, industry park, bascule,
administrative building, Fire truck and station, bank, promotion center of professional-
technical skills, green space (special beautiful).

Kerman industrial estate 3 (workshop): Kerman workshop estate 3 with area of 3/1
acres has been located 2 kilometers away from railroad. It has infrastructures such as
passageway, water, electricity, asphalt road, gas, telecommunication, custodial building
and green space.

Rafsanjan industrial estate 1: This estate with the area of 298 acres has been located
10 kilometers away from Rafsanjan-Kerman road. It has major infrastructures such as
water, electricity, gas, telephone, asphalt road.



Facilities: Internet, therapeutic center, sewage system, treatment sewage center, fire
truck and station, entrance top of a door, promotion center of professional- technical skills,
green space.

Rafsanjan industrial estate 2: This estate with area of 14 acres has been located 1
kilometer away from motorway of Rafsanjan-Anar. It has major infrastructures such as
water, electricity, gas, telecommunication, asphalt road, internet.

Sirjan industrial estate 1: This estate with the area of 163 acres has been located near
the city center. It has major infrastructures such as water, electricity, gas,
telecommunication, asphalt road.
Facilities. industrial workshop and service complexes, sewage system, sewage treatment
center, entrance top of the door, green spaces, promotion center of professional- technical
skills, installations site, fire truck.

Sirjan industrial estate 2: This estate with total area of 714/8 acres is adjacent to Sirjan
special economic zone. It has major infrastructures such as water, electricity, asphalt road,
gas, and telecommunication (in progress).

Jiroft industrial estate 1: This estate with an area of 63/5 acres has been located in
entrance Boulevard of Jiroft. It has major infrastructures such as water, electricity,
telecommunication, asphalt road and is a suitable place for constructing transferable
industries like nutrition, carton making, packing and refrigerant.

Facilities: industrial workshop service complex, administrative building, sewage treatment
center, sewage system, electricity post, green space.

Jiroft industrial estate 2: This estate with an area of 600 acres has been located next
to the road police of Jiroft-Kermen. It has major infrastructures, asphalt road, water and
telecommunication.

Facilities: ground water container, side building, fire building and truck, green space.

Zarand industrial estate 1: This estate with an area of 39/4 acres has been located at
the beginning of Zarand-Pabdana road and 2 kilometers away from Zarand. It has major
infrastructures such as water, electricity, telecommunication, gas, asphalt road.

Facilities: administrative building, sewage treatment center, sewage system, green space.

Zarand industrial estate 2: This estate with an area of 100 acres has been located 11
kilometers away from Zarand-Kerman road. It has major infrastructures such as
substructure water, electricity, gas, telecommunication, asphalt road.

Bam industrial estate: This estate with an area of 100 acres has been located in
motorway of Bam-Kerman. It has major infrastructures such as water, electricity,
telecommunication, asphalt road.

Facilities: industrial workshop- servicing complexes, sewage system, treatment sewage
center, administrative building, entrance top of a door, green space, fire truck and station.

Kahnoj industrial estate: This estate with an area of 100 acres has been located 13
kilometers away from Kahnoj-Jiroft road. It has major infrastructures such as water,
electricity, telecommunication, asphalt road.

Facilities: side building, green space, sewage system (under construction), sewage
treatment center.

Anar industrial estate: This estate with an area of 150 acres has been located 7
kilometers away from Anar-yazd road. This estate has major infrastructures such as water,
electricity, telecommunication, and asphalt road.



Facilities: side building, green space, entrance top of the door.

Shahr-e-Babak industrial estate: This estate with an area of 112/5 acres has been
located 5 kilometers away from Shahr-e-Babak- Anar road. It has major infrastructures of
water, electricity, telecommunication, gas and asphalt road.

Facilities: green space, Side building, fire truck.

Ravar industrial estate: This estate with an area of 68 acres has been located at the
beginning of Ravar —Tarz road. It has major infrastructures of substructure, water,
electricity, and asphalt road.

Facilities: side building, ground water container, green space.

Baft industrial estate: This estate with an area of 105 acres has been located 3
kilometers away from Baft-Kerman road. It has major infrastructures of water, electricity,
telecommunication, and asphalt road.

Facilities: entrance top of the door, green space, fire truck.

Bardsir industrial estate: This estate with an area of 120 acers has been located 1
kilometer away from Bardsir-Sirjan road. It has major infrastructures of water, electricity,
gas, telecommunication and asphalt road.

Facilities: green space, entrance top of the door.

Industrial regions of the province include:

Anbarabad, Ghaleh Ganj, Roodbar-e-Jonoob, Manoojan, Koohbanan, Pariz, Ferdos, Faryab,
Kabootarkhan, Fahraj, Rigan, Orzoeyeh, Kashkoieh, Dasht-e-Zahmatkeshan, Rostamabad,
Gharyatolarab, Zeidabad, Ekhtiarabad, Saadi, Rayen, Behesht-e-Vahdat, Balvard, Mahan
and Jahadabad industrial regions.

The benefits of establishing in industrial estates

- Exception to municipalities' rule

- Expedite the free licensing of construction and finish work in industrial estates and
regions.

- Reduce investment costs due to use of common infrastructures.

- Industrial zoning based on the location and design of industrial estates and regions of
engineering and technical principles and the latest methods of settlement.

- Subsidies to education participation in industrial tours and exhibitions.

- Facilities for industrial units.

- Providing addition features such as green space, public services and welfare advice
service.

- Paying the amount of right to exploit land in cash or on installments.
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Customs of the province

Export and import of goods in Kerman province are carried out through five customs:
Kerman, Sirjan, Rafsanjan, Bam, and Jiroft Customs. It should be noted that Jiroft
customs was established a few years ago in order to facilitate the export of
agricultural products of the southern cities of the province.

Kerman customs is among the country's specialized customs of export of
telecommunication equipment, handmade carpets and pistachio, and Sirjan and
Rafsanjan customs are specialized in exporting of pistachio. In the import procedure,
Kerman Customs in importing machine woven carpets and sanitary taps, as well as
Sirjan customs in importing cars, cosmetics, large household appliances, adhesives,
and rubbers are specialized.
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Less developed regions of the province and investment potential

The cities Jiroft, Kahnooj, Manoojan, Ghale Ganj, Anbarabad, Roodbar-e-Jonoob,
Faryab, Fahraj, Rigan, Narmashir, Rabor, Orzooieh and Koohbanan are the less
developed regions of Kerman province.

Jiroft with a unique climatic diversity is one of the four most important agricultural
areas in the world. Thanks to this divine blessing, agriculture is booming in the region
in all seasons.



Also, favorable climatic conditions in other southern cities of the province have
created a field for the production of various agricultural products. Dates, citrus,
wheat, barley, corn, watermelon, cucumber, tomatoes and rapeseed are the most
important products of the cities. In addition, in cold areas such as Rabor, products
such as walnuts and beans are produced.

There is also significant potential in the mining sector in these areas. Minerals, such
as coal, lead and zinc, lime, gypsum, nickel and fireclay in Koohbanan, Chrom ore
mines in Manoojan, Chromite mine in Orzooieh, Jiroft, Esfandaghe copper mine, and
Kahnooj titanium mine are among the mines in these areas.

Thus, given the high potential in agriculture and mining sectors, investment in
agricultural processing, and mineral extraction and processing industries in the less
developed regions of Kerman province is profitable.

Investment incentives in less developed regions

The tax exemption can be considered as the most important incentive for investment
in less developed regions. The income declared for producing and mining activities,
which is derived by non-government legal persons in producing or mining
enterprises, as well as the income derived from services delivered by hospitals, hotels
and touristy residential centers in less developed regions shall be subject to a zero
tax rate for a period of 10 years beginning from the date of exploitation or extraction
or activity start up. The term of application of the zero rate taxation for enterprises
mentioned above is 13 if they are located in industrial towns or special economic
zones of less-developed regions.

In order to attract capital investment in less developed regions, Industrial Towns
Company has provided some facilities. Investors can buy land in industrial towns by
paying 5 to 15 percent of the land price in cash, and the remaining in installments
during a period of 36 to 42 months.

Furthermore, giving loans from National Development Fund for investment projects
in less developed regions is given priority.
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Transportation of the province
Air Transportation:

Existence of five active operating airport in the Kerman province is one of the important
commercial capabilities of the province.

Kerman International Airport is located in the City of Kerman and is considered an
important airport in central Iran. The airport has two local and international terminals and
only in the last year gave services to 730 thousand passengers. Every week there are 116
national and international flight to Tehran, Kish, Mashad, Sari, Tabriz, Isfahan, Zahedan,
Jadda, Baghdad, Najaf and Dubai.



Sirjan, Jiroft, Bam and Rafsanjan Airports are of the active local airports of the
country that provide their services to the surrounding city.

Rail Transportation:

The total length of the main and secondary railways of Kerman province is more than 1500
km with 27 stations. The main railway lines of Bafg-Zahedan and Bafgh-Bandar Abbas pass
through Kerman province. The two main lines of Tehran-Bafgh and Mashhad-Bafgh are
railways access points of the province.

The total number of passengers entering and leaving the province by train is more than
800 thousand people, and the net weight of cargo transported from the railway stations of
the province is about 9 million tons annually, out of which about 70 percent are minerals.

Road Transportation:

The province is located by the road from Tehran to Zahedan and Tehran to Bandar Abbas
and Shiraz to Zahedan giving it a strategic location.

The road transportation network of the province include: freeways, highways, main roads
and side roads and rural roads. The length of the freeways of the province is 56 kilometers
and that of highways isYAV# kilometers. The length of the main and side roads are 10-+0
and more than 2700 kilometers respectively. Besides, the province has more than 7000
rural roads, from which more than 6200 kilometers are asphalted.

Four goods terminals in the cities of Kerman, Sirjan, Rafsanjan and Jiroft are providing
services. There are also 260 active freight companies in the province.
